1had a minor medical emergency which
was resolved late Tuesday morning requiring me to rest. | will resume the reflections this Tuesday at 3pm live in
the Church and via Live Stream. The reflections will be based on the work of Dr. Viktor Frankl, as previously an-
nounced. 1f you cannot make the day or time, the reflections will be archived for viewing at any time.

On Palm Sunday March 28 the Holy See has decreed that parish churches must use the Third Form, called the
Simple Entrance, in this form there is no reading of the Triumphal Entry into Jerusalem and no blessing of Palm.
It is like a regular Sunday Mass only the Passion will be read at the time of the Gospel. Palms will be blessed by
the priest before Palm Sunday in a private ceremony. They will not be distributed at Mass. After Mass concludes
Palms will be brought outside the building and left in a container for people to take.

Holy Wednesday there will be a virtual Tenebrae Service at 8pm, no one will be allowed in the building and you
can only participate via Live Stream. It will be archived for viewing as well.

Holy Thursday the Mass of the Lord’s Supper by Decree of the Holy See will not have any processions, no washing
of the feet (which is optional anyway), no presentation of new oils and Communion will be distributed at the nor-
mal time. The Mass will take place at 5pm. There will be no repository, the Holy See directs the Blessed Sacra-
ment will be reposed in the Tabernacle after Communion as normally done at any Mass. The Church will be
closed after the Mass. Please leave in an orderly fashion maintaining social distancing.

Good Friday, the Celebration of the Lord’s Passion will be at 3pm as normal with the exception of the Veneration
of the Cross. The Holy See has stipulated only the Priests will venerate the Cross, all others will make a sign of
veneration from their pew by nodding their head, making the sign of the Cross, genuflecting or bowing in place.
There will be no opportunity for any type of veneration requiring kissing or touching. Immediately after the Ser-
vice the Church will be closed.

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Holy Saturday the Blessing of the Easter Food will be at 1pm in the Parking Lot. Place your basket in the trunk of
your car, park in every other space, pop your trunk, the priest will have the short service and go from car to car,
you must remain in your vehicle and be wearing a mask.

Holy Saturday the Easter Vigil will take place at 8pm. The Holy See has stipulated this is the earliest time it can
be held. The Vigil has been shortened and will begin with the singing of the Exsultet. There will no fire or hand-
ing out of candles. There will only be the minimum Readings, 3 with Psalms, Epistle and Gospel. There will be no

sprinkling rite.

Easter Sunday Masses are 7am, 8:30am, 10:30am and 12noon. There will be no sprinkling rite. Tickets will be re-
quired as we did at Christmas to ensure we meet the legally allowed Covid-19 Occupancy.

All Masses and Services will be live streamed except the Blessing of Easter Food.

Confession will take place inside the Church. Everyone MUST
wear a mask and obey social distance guidelines (6 ft. distance).
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As the pandemic passes the one-year mark and continues to stretch into 2021, a profound side-effect has
emerged: isolation.

The experience not only leaves people separated from each other through illness, social distancing and quarantin-
ing, but often leaves them, “wondering where God is,” writes Bishop David M. O’Connell, C.M,, in his new release:
“Behold, 1 Am with You Always, A Pastoral Letter on the Presence of God.”

The title of the letter is taken from the Gospel of Matthew 28:20, which reads, “And behold, 1 am with you always,
until the end of time.” Formally issued Feb. 22, 2021 on the Feast of the Chair of St. Peter, the pastoral letter was
published March 1 across diocesan media as a written text and podcast in both English and Spanish. 1t was also
sent to all parishes and schools for distribution in their local communities.

In this, his third pastoral letter as 10th Bishop of Trenton, Bishop O’Connell addresses the painful reality of sepa-
ration and loneliness, offering guidance to the faithful for developing the assurance of faith and recovering a sense
of the presence of God.

The Bishop also remembers those for whom “social distancing has been their way of life for a long time and not
by choice: “... The poor, the outcast, the bullied, the marginalized, those living alone, ‘quarantined’ for whatever
the reason. Social distance and isolation are sentences imposed by society upon them, without parole. .. We must
not forget them.”

Lenten Fast & Abstinence Guidelines: Abstinence from meat on Fridays of
Fasting & Lent (for those 14 and older) is required by Church law. Good Friday is a day
of fasting: those between the ages of 18 and 59 should eat less, meaning, take

Abstinence no solid food between meals and only one full meal that day. Serious health

conditions excuse a person from these precepts.
