With Easter just around the corner, along with warm Spring weather, please remember we are requiring tickets
for all Easter Masses through Eventbrite, the same exact procedure we used for Christmas. This is to ensure the
safety of everyone and to meet the NJ State Covid-19 capacity limits.

Masses for Easter are; Easter Vigi] 8pm. Easter Sunday 7am, 8:30am, 10:30am, 12noon.
No one will be admitted to the building on Easter without a ticket. Please help us get the word out.

As we journey through Lent we notice changes in the passage. Last week was Laetare Sunday and the Vestments
were Rose. This coming weekend the images in the Church will be veiled. The Veiling of Images occurs on the 5"
Sunday of Lent, it is a sort of fasting from images directing our attention to the coming Pascal Feasts.

The following Sunday is Palm Sunday and the color will change to Red, the color of the Passion of Jesus that will
be proclaimed on that Sunday. Palms will not be blessed or distributed at Mass. Palms will be blessed by the
Priest prior to Palm Sunday and will be carried outside after the Mass for those who would like to take some
palm. We have only ordered a small amount of Palm this year so please only take what is necessary.

We continue to get questions about capacity limits. The State raised capacity for Churches to 50% but requires
the Church to maintain all other Covid-19 Restrictions including 6 feet of distance. Keeping 6 feet of distance the
best we can comply is 25% of capacity or 286 people at one time. So raising the capacity limits while keeping in
place all other restrictions means we remain at 25%. So far our average capacity at the highest attended Mass is
only 13% of capacity so we are good.

Everyone MUST wear a mask and obey social distance guidelines.
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As the pandemic passes the one-year mark and continues to stretch into 2021, a profound side-effect has
emerged: isolation.

The experience not only leaves people separated from each other through illness, social distancing and quarantin-
ing, but often leaves them, “wondering where God is,” writes Bishop David M. O’Connell, C.M,, in his new release:
“Behold, 1 Am with You Always, A Pastoral Letter on the Presence of God.”

The title of the letter is taken from the Gospel of Matthew 28:20, which reads, “And behold, 1 am with you always,
until the end of time.” Formally issued Feb. 22, 2021 on the Feast of the Chair of St. Peter, the pastoral letter was
published March 1 across diocesan media as a written text and podcast in both English and Spanish. 1t was also
sent to all parishes and schools for distribution in their local communities.

In this, his third pastoral letter as 10th Bishop of Trenton, Bishop O’Connell addresses the painful reality of sepa-
ration and loneliness, offering guidance to the faithful for developing the assurance of faith and recovering a sense
of the presence of God.

The Bishop also remembers those for whom “social distancing has been their way of life for a long time and not
by choice: “... The poor, the outcast, the bullied, the marginalized, those living alone, ‘quarantined’ for whatever
the reason. Social distance and isolation are sentences imposed by society upon them, without parole. .. We must
not forget them.”

Lenten Fast & Abstinence Guidelines: Abstinence from meat on Fridays of
Fasting & Lent (for those 14 and older) is required by Church law. Good Friday is a day
of fasting: those between the ages of 18 and 59 should eat less, meaning, take

Abstinence no solid food between meals and only one full meal that day. Serious health

conditions excuse a person from these precepts.

Prayer, Fasting, Almsgiving: Lent is above all a time of prayer. To enhance the practice of prayer, St. Aloysius is
offering the following opportunities to grow your relationship with Jesus.
