Dear Parish Family,

This third Sunday of Advent is called Gaudete Sunday. It takes its name from the Introit of the Mass, the introit
is a fragment of a Psalm sung or recited at the beginning of the Mass. The Introit for Gaudete Sunday is taken
from St. Paul’s Epistle to the Philippians 4:4, “Gaudete in Domino Sempter” Rejoice in the Lord Always, 1 say it
again Rejoice”. The color for the day is Rose and the third candle which is Rose is lit on the Advent wreath. Ad-
vent, prior to the Reforms of Vatican 11, had more penitential overtones and it still retains some of those peniten-
tial elements. Advent does not enter the Christian Calendar until sometime in the 5% Century and originally had
strong Penitential elements mirroring Lent including a six week cycle. 1t began on the Feast of St. Martin of Tours
Nov. 12 being observed by a 40 day fast and was called “St. Martin’s Lent”. 1t was shortened to four weeks in the
9" Century. Gradually it developed its own character and became known as Advent.

You will
make your confession and then proceed down the side aisle to the center break then cross the Church to the Cen-
ter aisle and go up the center aisle to leave. Please kindly keep socially distant while waiting.
