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Dear Parish Family-

One of the great things about Catholicism is that we end the year with the Vigil of Mary Mother of God and begin
the New Year with the Solemnity of Mary Mother of God. This year it occurs on a Sunday.

Our faith, from the time of the Apostles, has held Mary the Mother of God in the highest esteem. Her Son, our
Lord Jesus Christ, gave her to us from the Cross and gave us to her from the Cross. The faithful have always been
keenly aware of the unique place Mary holds in our Church and our hearts.

Her maternal love and prayers accompany us through this life and await us in the next life. She is that constant
steady source of gentle tenderness. At the Second Vatican Council there was a proposition submitted to write a
document on Mary but the Holy Spirit intervened and the Council Fathers decided to place her at the center of
the Document on the Church ‘Lumen Gentium’ reminding us all that Mary’s place is always at the Center of the
Church, God’s Holy People. In Lumen Gentium they instruct us, “By her maternal charity, she cares for the breth-
ren of her Son, who still journey on earth surrounded by dangers and difficulties, until they are led into their
blessed home.”

The Council Fathers go on to state, “By reason of the gift and role of her divine motherhood, by which she is unit-
ed with her Son, the Redeemer, and with her unique graces and functions, the Blessed Virgin is also intimately
united to the Church. As St. Ambrose taught, the Mother of God is a type of the Church in the order of faith,
charity, and perfect union with Christ.[18] For in the mystery of the Church, which is itself rightly called mother
and virgin, the Blessed Virgin stands out in eminent and singular fashion as exemplar both of virgin and mother.
[19] Through her faith and obedience, she gave birth on earth to the very Son of the Father, not through the
knowledge of man but by the overshadowing of the Holy Spirit, in the manner of a new Eve who placed her faith,
not in the serpent of old but in God's messenger without wavering in doubt. The Son whom she brought forth is
he whom God placed as the first born among many brethren (Rom. 8:29), that is, the faithful, in whose genera-
tion and formation she cooperates with a mother's love.

The Church indeed contemplating her hidden sanctity, imitating her charity and faithfully fulfilling the Father's
will, by receiving the word of God in faith becomes herself a mother. “

We are truly blessed Son’s and Daughters of God to have as our Mother, the Mother of the Redeemer. The
Blessed Mother never disappoints, never fails and is ever ready to assist us in our every need. Happy New Year!
