Dear Parish Family—

We started the New Year like a thoroughbred out of the gate. As you read, our joint Academy with St. Veronica
Parish, Mother Seton Academy, will be receiving a new principal, Dr. Karen Juliano. Dr. Juliano will take up her
new position on Friday, January 15. We opened the Academy with in-person instruction on Monday, January 4
with Dr. Vincent de Paul Schmidt, the Diocesan Superintendent of Schools as the interim Principal assisted by his
staff at the Office of Catholic Schools. In the interim, Dr. Daniel O’Connell will be doing a full review of curricu-
lum in preparation for Dr. Juliano’s arrival. 1, Fr. P.J. Alindogan and Sherri Kroesch have had multiple meetings in
person, phone and Zoom with Dr. Schmidt and Dr. Juliano. Our former Principal, Kathleen Blazewicz, has taken a
leave of absence for personal reasons. We are most grateful to Kathy for all her work in helping us to get the
Academy started. With the arrival of Dr. Juliano, who has long and extensive experience at every level of Catholic
Education, we are looking forward to elevating the education experience at the Academy. The two parishes have
worked hard to lift the Academy, ensure it has a bright future and is a model for Catholic Education in the 2
Century.

This Sunday marks the Solemnity of the Baptism of the Lord, one of three ‘Epiphanies’ (Nativity of the Lord and
the Visit of the Magi being the other two) that occur during the Christmas Season, it also marks the end of the
Christmas Season.

Which means Lent is just around the corner, in fact next month, February 17, is Ash Wednesday. The Pandemic
has presented us with many challenging things and has required creativity and innovation in the practice of the
Sacraments and sacramentals of our faith. While we do not have instructions on how Ash Wednesday and the
reception of Ashes will take place. Bishop O’Connell has indicated we should expect ashes will be imposed in a
number of contactless ways but must first be approved by the Holy See and United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops. It is possible we may be using the European method, sprinkling Ashes on the top of the head which re-
quires no contact between the penitent and the minister or the use of some type of disposable stylus such as a Q-
tip. The marking with ashes on the forehead of the penitent by the minister using the thumb to make the sign of
the cross is a unique American expression; this will most likely be prohibitive due to Covid-19. Stay tuned, the
Diocesan Covid-19 task force meets on Friday, January 8% via Zoom and directives should be made available after
that date. It is also possible given the rapid continuing spread of Covid-19 that other Lenten and Easter practices
may be curtailed this year due to the pandemic and its health threat.

Vaccines, while they have proven to be effective, are incredibly slow to be made available so it is not likely we will
see dropping Covid numbers for many months and it will continue to affect every aspect of our lives. We will

make the best of it as there is no alternative available at this time! Let’s all keep our eye on the prize; greater free-
dom once large populations have been immunized.
