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Dear Parish Family, 
 
In three short weeks we will be at the threshold of Lent, a six week season of penitence, prayer 
and fasting.  This year Lent begins on February 14th, Ash Wednesday, which also happens to 
be the secular holiday, Valentine’s Day. 
 
The Church’s regulations governing Ash Wednesday (and Good Friday) are that they should be 
observed as strict days of penance.  Meaning, no meat can be taken (chicken, pork, goat, lamb, 
sheep, cow, beef, etc) and, Catholics are obligated to fast.  Fasting, as a Catholic practice, are 
two small meals (snack size) and one full meal with no food taken between meals.  Liquids are 
permitted at anytime.   
 
We have not been informed of any plans for a dispensation for Valentine’s Day from the Disci-
ple of Lent nor do I anticipate one. That being said, one can still go out to eat with your be-
loved, but you will have to order pasta, seafood or a vegetarian/vegan meal; that is not too 
hard to do, just don’t have meat and have only two small meals that day.  It’s not a hardship 
or as difficult as it may seem! 
 
Ash Wednesday is not a holy day of obligation.  Catholics are not mandated to receive ashes; 
this is a worthy custom Catholics are invited to participate in, but are not required to partici-
pate in on Ash Wednesday.  Remember it is Ash WEDNESDAY, no need to call about getting 
ashes on TUESDAY or THURSDAY as they are only distributed on WEDNESDAY, February 
14th, Ash Wednesday!  If you can’t come, or miss it, don’t worry you incur no penalty! 
 
It is amazing how many rarely practicing Christians go berserk on Ash Wednesday.  Guys, it is 
just burnt palm, symbolizing you recognize yourself to be a sinner and intend to repent and 
turn away from sin asking God for mercy, remembering we are dust and unto dust we will re-
turn.  It should be a humbling experience not a billboard to boast you have a cross on your 
head!  In Europe, ashes are distributed on the crown of the head, not on the forehead, so there 
is no outward sign to show you saw, you came, you boasted to your neighbors!  
 
One can honor and devotedly celebrate both Ash Wednesday and Valentine’s Day without rob-
bing either of their meaning.  So keep the fast, abstain from meat and take your honey out for 
a seafood or pasta dinner with the same devotion!

In the Catholic Church, the anointing of the sick is a sacrament that is ad-
ministered to a Catholic “who, having reached the age of reason, begins to 
be in danger due to sickness or old age”. There is no need to wait until a 
person is at the point of death to receive the Sacrament. The Sacrament may 

be received at any time during a person’s illness, especially before surgery or treatment. We suggest calling 
to receive the Sacrament before a person is in grave danger of death as it is not always possible to have a 
priest available at the actual time of death. If you would like to schedule the Sacrament of the Anointing of 
the Sick for a loved one, please contact the parish office.
