Dear Parish Family-

Last week 1 wrote in this space that our teenagers were the first parishioners to take part in the Parish Listening
Sessions of the World Wide Synod and how inspiring their reflections were on the Church.

Well almost a year ago the Diocesan Office of Youth Ministry inquired about using our entire facility—Church,
Parish Hall, Cafeteria, Classrooms and Gym to host 400 young people from across the Diocese for the Diocesan
Youth Conference, abbreviated simply as DYC 2022. We immediately said yes to their request and blocked out
the entire facility for Thursday, Friday and Saturday Jan. 27, 28 and 29.

When Covid-19 cases began to rise in New Jersey there was some concern but the plan was mask, hand sanitizer
etc. Then came the Delta Variant quickly followed by the Omicron Variant. These escalations in the pandemic
caused DYC 2022 to be moved to a Virtual Event. While it was changed it could still be pulled off. The Diocesan
Office of Youth Ministry decided they would move the Virtual Event to another location and cancelled the use of
our facilities.

Then, the alternate venue didn’t work out and they asked to hold the Virtual Event here again. We again said we
would be thrilled to host them. They came the week before to scout out how they could pull off this event but
then it seemed not possible due to the electrical demands they would need and given the age of the building and
its low load electrical. 1 had a funeral the day they were here and asked Fr. Jim to handle their requests. 1 finished
with the funeral just as they were departing when Fr. Jim came to tell me they could not pull it off due to lack of
sufficient electrical power. 1laughed and told him 1 knew where there was a powerful breaker with plenty of
power. | only knew about this breaker because, when 1 was in residence here when Fr. Kevin was pastor, 1 was the
only priest available when the Fire Inspector came and found the panel door missing because wires were run to
the parking lot for the Carnival. 1 was called to speak with the inspector about the issue. Lucky me! Little did 1
know then that 10 years later that knowledge would save the day! 1 found the DYC folks as they were getting
ready to leave and took their electrician to the place where the power supply was and we were back in business
again!

Alas, after all these ups and downs, starts and stops, the blizzard was predicted. This threw DYC into another
spin. So the decision was made to pre-record DYC before the blizzard gave us a direct hit. Finally DYC 2022 was
able to be salvaged! This is a long way to tell you how proud 1 am of our staff, Fr. Jim, Jen Petrillo and our Youth
Group! They all jumped in to help be the audience/background workers/game show participants along with Sr.
Ann and St. Veronica’s Youth Group. They all came as the snow began to fall and stayed until everything was
taped around 10pm! They all jumped in and pitched in with their time and talent to bring DYC to fruition!
