Dear Parish Family-

We have begun the Holy Season of Lent with its three pillars; Prayer, Fasting and % W
Almsgiving. They are called pillars because just like building material they sup-

port the spiritual life. Prayer is the first and most important. Lent is a time to deepen our
prayer life, to speak to God but in a way that, as Jesus teaches us, “not to rattle on like the pa-
gans who think by the shear multiplication of their words they will find a hearing”. Jesus in-
stead teaches us to pray the Our Father and take time to listen to what God has to say to us.
The Christian life is about striving to conform our wills to the Will of God. We can only do
this by asking God for help and taking time to listen to Him in silence. Meditation or Contem-
plation are good practices, morning and evening prayer are good practices, the Rosary, Divine
Mercy Chaplet, the Jesus Prayer, Lectio Divina, the Examine of St. Ignatius of Loyola (one of the
many Novena Prayers), Stations of the Cross and making time to go to daily Mass during Lent.
All of these alone or in combination are good practices to take up during Lent. The Parish has
provided the App “Hallow” through Easter and the App “Amen” year round to assist you in
growing closer to God. There is also “Formed”, a web base Catholic program the parish has
subscribed to for many years which is available free of charge to all parishioners; there is a link
on our website or you can use the QR code on the poster in the Church.

Jesus urges us to strive to “be perfect as your heavenly Father is perfect”. St. John Henry New-
man said the type of perfection Jesus is recommending to us, is to set our mind each day to do
the daily and mundane tasks of our day in a perfect way. Perfection, Newman said, is often
put off by people because they think it a herculean task that is un-achievable, he said perfec-
tion occurs when we do the ordinary in a perfect way, little by little growing in perfection, thus
making it much easier and doable.

The second pillar of Lent is fasting, while it primarily concerns fasting from food on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday (one full meal and two small snacks), we can also choose to fast
on another day or days. Fasting also has a secondary meaning as well, to fast from something
we desire, pejoratively we call this ‘giving something up’. As children that was usually candy or
chocolate for Lent. As adults it might be something else that occupies us. The point of fasting
is to have the longing and desire without fulfilling it so that our minds turn to our desire and
longing for God. Traditionally, we place a monetary value on whatever it is we have given up.

That monetary value leads us to Almsgiving. Almsgiving is directed toward the poor and less
fortunate as our way of assisting them. The Gospel of the Last Judgment reminds us we will
be judged on how we fed the hungry, satisfied the thirsty, visited the sick, visited the impris-
oned, clothed the naked and so forth. Almsgiving can also have a component of giving of our
time to the lonely, to children in need, to volunteer at a charity, to simply be pleasant to some-
one we don'’t particularly care for in school, the office or the neighborhood.

May your Lent be enriching and transformative.
