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Dear Parish Family, WW

We've reached the third Sunday of Lent, which means we’re almost halfway through the sea-
son. If you haven'’t started your spiritual renewal yet, there’s still time—four weeks remain, so
make the most of them. If you're already on your journey, keep it up—you're nearly there!

Last Tuesday was the feast day of one of America’s great saints, St. Katherine Drexel. Drexel
University in Philadelphia was founded by her uncle and named after her family, who were
bankers. Although she died nearly penniless, she was born into great wealth and privilege. Her
mother died five weeks after Katherine was born, so she was raised by relatives for two years
until her father remarried Emma Bouvier, a devout woman who raised Katherine, her older sis-
ter Elizabeth, and their half-sister Louisa. When her father died, Katherine’s share of the estate
would be worth about $400 million today. As a young woman in Philadelphia’s high society,
she traveled through Europe on what was called “The Grand Tour.” In Rome, she requested and
received a private audience with Pope Leo XIIl. She spoke to him about the struggles of Black
people and Native Americans in the United States and suggested he take action. The Pope re-
sponded by asking her, “And you, what about you?” and encouraged her to become a mission-
ary. Katherine returned home, joined the Sisters of Mercy in 1889, and, in 1891, founded her
own religious order, the Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament for Indians and Colored Peoples. She
used her inheritance to help Black and Native American communities, establishing over 40 mis-
sion centers and 23 schools. When she opened Xavier University in New Orleans, she made
sure there was no assigned seating so everyone would stand together as equals. She gave every-
thing she had to her mission and died poor. Pope Leo X1V said of her, “discovered that the
poorest are not only objects of our compassion, but teachers of the Gospel. 1t is not a question
of ‘bringing’ God to them, but of encountering God among them”. Her feast day is March 3rd,
and her relics are kept at the Cathedral Basilica of Saints Peter and Paul in Philadelphia.

We may not have $400 million to give, but each of us can help those in need in our own way.
Remember the widow’s mite—every contribution matters. Almsgiving, the third pillar of Lent,

is something for us to reflect on during this third week.
