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Dear Parish Family, WW

If you're a bean counter and trying to figure out the 40 days of Lent, you have to subtract the
pre-Lenten days from Ash Wednesday to Saturday, the Easter Triduum, and the Sundays of
Lent.

The first Friday in Lent was the feast of SS. Perpetua and Felicity. These two saints are men-
tioned in the first Canon of the Mass (Eucharistic Prayer 1). They were faithful early Christian
women who died ‘Odium Fidei’ (hatred of the faith) as Martyrs. They gave their lives for Christ
and refused to denounce him or offer worship to the Pagan Gods to escape punishment.

The Roman Emperor, Septimius Severus, had issued a decree in 201 AD forbidding conversion
to Christianity or Judaism. In 203 AD, the Governor of Carthage in North Africa (today Tunis,
Tunisia) enforced the decree with vigor. Perpetua, whose name means “eternal”, was from a
prosperous family and was arrested with 5 other Catechumens including her pregnant slave,
Felicity. While in prison, Perpetua kept a journal recounting her ordeal, trial, and death. This
is a very rare written manuscript of early Christianity by a woman entitled, “The Passion of the
Saints Perpetua and Felicity”. Their ordeal was completely written by Perpetua until her death,
when it was completed by a Christian friend she passed her diary onto just before going to her
death in the arena. She recounts her father’s visits to the prison begging her to offer pagan
worship and her steadfast refusal, her visions of heaven and her dead brother, and the birth of
Felicity’s child in the prison, who was later transferred to relatives just before she was taken
into the arena. 1t is a remarkable firsthand account, widely read for centuries before the Chris-
tian Communities of the early Church; 200 years later, St. Augustine would give homilies on its
contents!

Their bravery, fortitude, courage, and steadfastness of faith is remarkable. Today, we do not
face the wild beasts of the arena, but only the mockery of our fellow citizens yet, how we shirk
at their criticisms of our faith! These two women were held in the highest esteem by Chris-
tians across the empire, and held up as models of Christian life for centuries. Their memory
preserved in the Eucharistic prayer from their day to our day.

Lent calls us to make small sacrifices in comparison to their great sacrifices. May these two
holy women, who supported one another, gave courage to fellow Christians of their day, be an
inspiration to us on the journey of Lent.

Lenten Regulations

The days of FAST (only one full meal) and ABSTINENCE (no meat) are Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. No dispensations are
granted on these solemn days except for reason of sickness or those provided in canon law below. ALL OTHER FRIDAYS OF LENT
are days of ABSTINENCE.

The pastor of a parish has the faculty to give a dispensation to individual parishioners in his parish and the Diocesan Bishop alone
has the authority to dispense groups of Catholics but only for a serious reason.

Those who are automatically dispensed from fast and abstinence regulations outside the age limits noted below include: the physi-
cally or mentally ill, especially individuals suffering from chronic illnesses such as diabetes. Also included in the dispensation are
women who are pregnant or nursing. In all cases, common sense should prevail, and ill persons should not further jeopardize their

health by fasting.

Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to FAST (only one full meal) as noted above. From the age of 14, people are also
obliged to ABSTAIN: this obligation prohibits the eating of meat, but not eggs, milk products or condiments of any kind, even
though made from animal fat.

The obligation to observe the laws of fast and abstinence is a serious one for Catholics. Failure to observe one penitential day in
itself is not considered a serious sin. It is the intentional failure to observe any penitential days at all, or a substantial number of
penitential days, that must be considered a serious matter.

The obligation, the privilege really, of receiving the Eucharist at least once a year -— often called “Easter duty” - for those in the
state of grace should still be fulfilled during the period from the First Sunday of Lent, March 8-9, 2025, to Trinity Sunday, June 14
-15, 2025.

All Catholics are encouraged, to go to Confession, especially those who are conscious of serious sin, and to make use of the sacri-
fices and traditions that have always been part of our Lenten practices in the Church. Church’s law does permit this precept to be
fulfilled at another time during the year when there is a just cause.
