The cat is out of the bag!  Fr. Jim Smith, our Parochial Vicar, has been transferred and promoted to Pastor at 
St. Isaac Joques Parish in Evesham (Marlton) NJ in Burlington County.  Officially he is being named Temporary 
Administrator, however, in six months he will be named pastor; new pastors are made Temporary Administra-
tors for a six month trial period.  We wish him well in his new assignment which will commence on July 1, 
2023, until then he remains our Parochial Vicar. 
 
On July 1, 2023 we will welcome Fr. RJoy Ballacillo, currently Parochial Vicar of St. Gregory the Great in Hamil-
ton Square, NJ in Mercer County.  Fr. RJoy was ordained a priest in 2021 and this will be his second assign-
ment.  He is a native of the Philippines and his brother, Fr. Roy Ballacillo, is also a priest of our Diocese or-
dained 6 years ago, currently a Parochial Vicar of St. Mary of the Lake in Medford but being transferred this 
year as well. 
 
The roofing work on the C and D wings went much faster than anticipated, originally thought to take 6 weeks 
(3 weeks for each wing) was completed in just over 4 weeks.  The B wing was used for just over two weeks by 
the Alpha School during re-roofing and was returned to parish use on Wednesday of Holy Week.  I am happy 
to report the ‘great port-a-potty’ wars did not erupt during this latest roofing job and there was minimal dis-
ruption to the parish or the School.  As you are aware the handicap parking lot behind Morello Hall (cafeteria) 
remained open and accessible during re-roofing. The roof contractor only used one space during the week to 
stage his supplies, the rest were kept in the back of the main parking lot and only moved when needed.  All 
around it was uneventful and no one suffered constipation pains, thus no hemorroidal eruptions this time 
around.  
 
The next roofing project is the New Church.  The consulting company, J.D. Cummings, expects to hold a pre-
bid meeting with roofing contractors in the next three weeks.  Re-roofing of the New Church will commence 
sometime in late spring. 
 
On April 24th, Msgr. Matthias Kanyerezi, the retired Vicar General of the Kasan-Luweero Diocese in Uganda 
will be visiting us for rest for one month.  Msgr. Matthias has not been here since before Covid-19 and many of 
you will certainly remember him; please welcome Msgr. when he arrives. 
 
Many thanks to our decorating committee for making the Church festive for Easter, especially our parish secre-
tary and her husband who made the cross and the wreath. 
 
Finally, on Wednesday of last week we laid to rest one of our long time 10:30am Mass Ushers, Vinnie Maione. 
He was always well dressed, kind and helpful and a real gentleman.  He bravely suffered and fought cancer for 
many years and died during Holy Week.  He was ushering until 2 weeks before his death.  May he experience 
the fullness of Christ’s Resurrection and rest in realms of eternal light, happiness and peace.
