The SSacramentt off  thee Anointingg off thee Sickk used to be 
called “the Last Rites” or “Extreme Unction” because the usual 
recipient was a dying person. Many Catholics still carry cards or 
wear medals so that, if they are in an accident, a priest is called to 
administer the sacrament. But since the Second Vatican Council, 
the sacrament is nnott just for those in imminent danger of death, 
but for all Catholics whose “health is seriously impaired by sick-
ness or old age” (Rite, #99). 

There is no need to wait until a person is at the point of death to 
receive the Sacraments. A careful judgment about the serious na-
ture of the illness is sufficient.
