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Dear Parish Family, 
 
On July 4, 2026, our country will celebrate 250 years since the Declaration of Independ-
ence was first read to the public. The document was actually ratified on July 2, 1776, but 
it wasn’t until July 4 that people across the nation began to hear the news. 
I feel fortunate to have been around for the Bicentennial celebration of our nation’s 
founding. My father’s friend owned a yacht and invited our whole family to spend three 
days with his family, anchored in New York Harbor among hundreds of other boats near the Statue of Liberty. 
The fireworks that year were truly spectacular, especially as they reflected off the calm water. 
 
Thinking back brings a sense of nostalgia. These anniversaries are meaningful because they remind us of our 
identity and history and give us hope for the future. Many celebrations are planned to honor the nation’s 
250th anniversary. 
 
The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops encourages Catholics to mark this important anniversary by 
dedicating ourselves and our country to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. They invite Catholics to attend Mass on Fri-
day, June 12, 2026, and to consecrate themselves and the nation to the Sacred Heart. 
 
Our parish will join in the Consecration to the Sacred Heart on Friday, June 12, at the 8:30am Mass, and will 
display banners outside the Church and Parish Office. If you are unable to attend Mass, you might pray the 
Consecration on your own or with your family that day. 
 
In recent years, more Catholics have been working to reclaim June as the Month of the Sacred Heart. One way 
to join in is by displaying a Sacred Heart of Jesus banner on your porch or flagpole. These banners are avail-
able from Amazon and other retailers, including smaller garden flag sizes.

I would also like to share an invitation from Bishop Cozzens to take part in the National Eucharistic Pilgrimage 
for the 250th Anniversary: 
 
Peace in Christ! I am writing to invite you to join us in Philadelphia this July for the culmination of the 2026 
National Eucharistic Pilgrimage: “One Nation Under God”. The pilgrimage is entrusted to the intercession of St. 
Frances Xavier Cabrini, the first United States citizen to be canonized, whose missionary life bore witness to 
Christ’s love for the immigrant, the poor, and the vulnerable. As we pray for our nation, her example reminds 
us that Eucharistic devotion must become missionary charity. Beginning in St. Augustine, Florida, on Pentecost 
Sunday with a Mass and procession lead by Bishop Pohlmeier, this year’s pilgrimage will process with our Eu-
charistic Lord along the eastern seaboard all the way up to Massachusetts and ultimately returning to Philadel-
phia as our nation marks the 250th anniversary of the Declaration of Independence. This journey is not simply 
a commemoration of our nation’s founding; it is an act of intercession for our country. We desire to place our 
nation once again before the Lord in gratitude, humility, repentance, and hope. The pilgrimage will culminate 
in Philadelphia on the weekend of the 4th of July where on July 5th Archbishop Perez will lead us in a conclud-
ing Mass at 11 am, followed by a Eucharistic procession. More information about the pilgrimage, the route, and 
opportunities to participate can be found at: www.eucharisticpilgrimage.org.

Today we celebrate Ascension Sunday, even though it was once known as 
Ascension Thursday. Historically, the Ascension of the Lord is celebrated 
40 days after Easter Sunday on the Thursday in the sixth week of Easter. 
Beginning in 1990, there had been a shift in the U.S. to celebrate the As-
cension on the seventh Sunday of Easter. In November, 1998 the USCCB 
approved the change, and in 2022 the Province of Newark (which we are 
a part of) made the move to Sunday permanent.  
 
The Ascension refers to the day celebrated 40 days after Easter when 

Catholics celebrate the fact that Jesus returns to God after being with his disciples after the resurrection. It is 
a central element of our tradition and is included in the creed recited at Mass each Sunday.  

If you want to make a real difference, 
summer is the perfect time to support 
the Society of St. Vincent de Paul 
(SVdP).

Anointing of the Sick is a sacrament 
of comfort and hope, not only for 
those nearing the end of life, but also 
for the chronically ill and elderly who 
are in fragile health. Children facing 
serious illness or major surgery may 

also receive this sacrament. It can be given more than 
once, especially if someone recovers and then becomes 
ill again, or if their condition worsens. If you or a 
loved one would benefit from anointing, please con-
tact the parish office. Do not wait until the final mo-
ments—family members and caregivers are encour-
aged to seek this support early, so the Church can 
offer strength and care when it is most needed. 



 

 

To begin the process of scheduling a date 
for Baptism, families are asked to be reg-
istered in the parish. Parents and Godpar-
ents are required to attend a Baptism 
Prep Class, and Godparents will need to 

provide a Letter of Eligibility from their current par-
ish (where they reside). Baptisms are held most Sun-
days at 12:00pm, following the 10:30am Mass. For 
more information or to schedule a date, please call 
the parish office.  
 
No Baptism date can be secured until all require-
ments are met.

MARRIAGE CONVALIDATION - The Convalidation 
of a Marriage is a special wedding ceremony by 
which one’s marriage is recognized and blessed by 
the Catholic Church. Through this process your mar-
riage will be fully embraced by the Church, granting 
it all the spiritual blessings and benefits it offers. If 
you are interested in learning more about a Marriage 
Convalidation contact the parish office.
