Dear Parish Family-

Welcome back! This weekend, June 5/6, marks the imposition of the Obligation to attend Mass in person for those
who are well, failure to attend Mass is a mortal sin and jeopardizes the soul. Missing Mass requires going to Con-
fession before reception of Holy Communion. Missing Mass is a Mortal Sin and violation of the 10 Command-
ments.

We have a new set of Covid-19 Protocols which more or less return things to normal, with a few exceptions. The
Pandemic is still raging. The Virus is still prevalent among us and many have not been vaccinated. Since Covid
infection rates have dropped to safe levels the government has eased some of the restrictions with some excep-
tions such as schools and health facilities.

All distancing and mask mandates have been reduced for those fully vaccinated. Live Streaming will continue for
those who are homebound. Communion will only be given under one species, the host. Ministers of Holy Com-
munion are mandated by the Diocese to wear masks during the distribution of Holy Communion. Communion in
the hand is preferred and strongly suggested but not mandated. 1f you wish to receive on the tongue please sit
where the priest will be distributing communion, the lay ministers are jittery about giving communion on the
tongue, in this way everyone can be comfortable both the communicant and ministers. Bathrooms are accessible.

In the Roman Rite the Sign of Peace is extended by the Priest who says, “The peace of the Lord be with you” and

is completed when the congregation responds, “And with your spirit”. There is an option, at the priest’s discre-
tion, a symbolic exchange used in the USA; it is a handshake. For the time being, while the pandemic is raging, we
will not be using the optional exchange. 1 have fielded a lot of concerned questions about this from many people.
Rest assured, Peace is fully exchanged after the dialogue with the Priest and you will not have to shake hands to
‘seal the deal’, it was already sealed. When we can exercise this option in a safe and sanitary way we will.

Printed bulletins are now permitted as is singing. We did not order pew missals since we did not know how long
the restrictions would remain in place. So each week we will e-mail through our Constant Contact and bulletin a
weekly ‘Worship Aid’. If you want one we need your e-mail. Otherwise there are many App’s for phones and tab-
lets that have the Missal available. The weekly readings can be found at the USCCB website; in fact daily readings
are there along with other helpful spiritual aids. 1 cannot say when new pew missals will be available. We are plan-
ning on the beginning of the New Liturgical Year (when they are changed) if we are not under restrictions again.
For those who prefer a printed missal, they are widely available for purchase from local Catholic Book Stores or
the internet. You may also consider ‘Magnificat’ which also offers daily reflections.

We welcome back Msgr. Joe this weekend as well.

1 ask your patience as we return to normal, while it may take a few weeks to get everything back to normal we
will get there.
