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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Last Saturday, I returned to the parish where I grew up and first felt called 
to the priesthood. The parish was marking the 50th anniversary of the dedi-
cation of the “new” church, which is one of the oldest in the Diocese. I was 
baptized and received my First Holy Communion in the “old” church, which 
is now gone, and had my Confirmation in the parish gym while the new church was being 
built. I was invited back because I was one of the altar boys at the dedication 50 years ago. For 
the record, I was 11 years old then! Over time, the parish has changed and is now called Our 
Lady of Fatima, a result of the reorganization during Bishop Smith’s time. The parish was 
started by Irish immigrants, including my father’s family. Later, Italians joined, and now half 
the parish is Latino. The Mass was lively and joyful, filled with Spanish-language music and 
readings. One of the priests asked if any of my relatives were still there. At first, I said no, but 
then I added, “Well, and yes, my father, grandparents, great-grandparents, and great-great-
grandparents are all still here in the Parish Cemetery along with half my cousins!” When the 
parish was founded, it was called St. Joseph, and the church building still has his name. As a 
child, I remember climbing the steps of the old church and seeing a life-size statue of St. Jo-
seph holding the baby Jesus. It was a warm and familiar sight. 
 
Thinking of that childhood image of St. Joseph, the foster father of Jesus, holding his son, I am 
reminded that today is Father’s Day. This holiday is not just a religious occasion, but a day eve-
ryone can relate to, no matter their background. We all have fathers, whether they are with us, 
have passed away, or are absent. Some fathers were good, hardworking men, while others may 
not have been. Many of us were fortunate to have fathers who cared for us and worked hard to 
give us a better future. Fathers are often the anchors for their families during difficult times. 
To all fathers and father figures, we say thank you. May your day be blessed, and may the 
blessings you have given to those in your care come back to you a hundred fold! 
 
This weekend, I am on my own. Fr. RJ left on Saturday for a month to renew his visa and visit 
his family in the Philippines—his mom, dad, sister, and brother. His brother is also a priest in 
our Diocese and serves at St. James in Pennington. Fr. RJ will return on July 24th. We wish him 
a safe trip, a smooth visit to the US Embassy in Manila, and a restful time reconnecting with 
his loved ones. 
 
Sunday is also the Feast of St. Aloysius Gonzaga, our patron. We will celebrate with coffee and 
donuts in Morello Hall after the 10:30am Mass. Thank you to Debbie and Catherine for orga-
nizing this!

Anointing of the Sick is a sacrament 
of comfort and hope, not only for 
those nearing the end of life, but also 
for the chronically ill and elderly who 
are in fragile health. Children facing 
serious illness or major surgery may 

also receive this sacrament. It can be given more than 
once, especially if someone recovers and then becomes 
ill again, or if their condition worsens. If you or a 
loved one would benefit from anointing, please con-
tact the parish office. Do not wait until the final mo-
ments—family members and caregivers are encour-
aged to seek this support early, so the Church can 
offer strength and care when it is most needed. 



 

 

To begin the process of scheduling a date 
for Baptism, families are asked to be reg-
istered in the parish. Parents and Godpar-
ents are required to attend a Baptism 
Prep Class, and Godparents will need to 

provide a Letter of Eligibility from their current par-
ish (where they reside). Baptisms are held most Sun-
days at 12:00pm, following the 10:30am Mass. For 
more information or to schedule a date, please call 
the parish office.  
 
No Baptism date can be secured until all require-
ments are met.

MARRIAGE CONVALIDATION - The Convalidation 
of a Marriage is a special wedding ceremony by 
which one’s marriage is recognized and blessed by 
the Catholic Church. Through this process your mar-
riage will be fully embraced by the Church, granting 
it all the spiritual blessings and benefits it offers. If 
you are interested in learning more about a Marriage 
Convalidation contact the parish office.
