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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Each year, Catholics throughout the United States are invited to participate in the vital work of 
spreading the Catholic faith worldwide through the Mission Cooperative Appeal. This year, the 
Diocese of Quiche in Guatemala, Central America, has been chosen as the area of the develop-
ing world that our parish has been asked to learn about and assist.  On the weekend of August 
16 and 17, 2025, Fr. Vince Gartland, who has been connected with the diocese of Quiche for 
over thirty-six years, will be with us at all masses to make the annual Missionary Cooperative 
Appeal. We ask that you, during this JUBILEE YEAR OF HOPE, come with open ears and open 
hearts. 
 
The Diocese of Quiche is one of the financially poorest in Central America. Its people have seen 
great suffering, obscene violence, and real poverty, yet they remain a faith-filled people with a 
deep love for God, their Church, and their land. On April 23, 2021, the Church beatified The 
Martyrs of Quiche, seven laymen and three missionary priests who were killed “in hatred of the 
faith” between 1980 and 1991. They represent hundreds of others martyred in the Diocese dur-
ing the 36-year civil war, which ended in 1996.  
  
Can you locate Guatemala on the map? Locate Santa Cruz del Quiche. What do you already 
know about Guatemala? Why are we all called to be missionaries? How can we help from 
where we are? 
 
The annual Mission Appeal is an excellent opportunity for us to reach out through prayer, edu-
cation, and sacrifice to our sisters and brothers in other parts of the world. Checks can be 
made payable to Saint Aloysius Parish and marked “Mission Appeal” in the memo area. 
 
Pope John Paul II reminds us “Our faith in Christ opens our eyes to see beyond our own parish 
community to the life of the universal Church and the needs of the world around us...not eve-
ryone is asked to leave home and loved ones for this missionary task, but all are called to bear 
the burden, to their part.”
