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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Recently, in this space, I wrote about the changing demographics of Jackson and the wider 
Catholic Community in the United States.  Studies have noted a steep decline in Mass atten-
dance, which currently stands at 10%. The other interesting part of this is the upswing in 
younger converts and reverts (people who have come back to the practice of the faith). Many 
younger Catholic’s, often thought of as those who typically have walked away from Religious 
Practice, are among the stronger segments of Catholics practicing their faith.  This news is encouraging, even 
as they make up a small yet powerful demographic.  The Young Adult group here in Ocean County is a good 
example; they might be small in number, but they are strong practicing Catholics who come together regularly 
for prayer, reflection, adoration, Bible study, and socializing.  They are not an anomaly but a growing trend in 
the US Catholic Church.   
 
As Church attendance has shrunk across the country among the laity, the Clergy shortage has accelerated as 
well.  Recent studies by CARA (Center for Applied Research in the Apostate) give us a picture of what is hap-
pening.  Coupled with the decline in Ordinations is the high retirement rate of older cohorts of priests.  Unfor-
tunately, this comes at a time when other unforeseen dilemmas are emerging in the US Catholic Church, and 
the decision during the Biden Administration to put so-called “Dreamers” into the Green Card System ahead of 
R1 Religious Workers.  
 
Our Parochial Vicar, Fr. RJ, is among those in this category, R1 Religious Worker.  Due to the COVID Govern-
ment shutdown and the slow reopening of government agencies, the Green Card and Visa programs were all 
backlogged.  While Fr. RJ’s lawyer has consistently filed all the necessary paperwork through the years and 
granted extensions, he is now out of extensions. When his current Visa expires, he will be required to leave the 
country for a period of one year before re-entering, unless government policies change.  The Diocese of Pater-
son has filed a lawsuit against the government to force some change or accommodation for religious workers.   
 
Currently, 1 in 4 newly ordained in 2025 are foreign-born priests hailing from 26 different nations.  The 
USCCB has warned dioceses across the land that up to half of all foreign-born priests may be forced to leave 
the country in the coming year due to processing delays. 
 
We here in Jackson, as you can see, are not immune to the shortages of priests.  In fact, for the first time in 12 
years, we were unable to find a priest for Masses on Wednesday, September 16, or Thursday, September 17. 
During this period, we are unable to have funerals for the same reason: no priest. 
  
From Tuesday, September 15, to Thursday, September 18, is the Priest Convocation.  The Bishop permits and 
encourages Communion Services by deacons or lay Ministers and the transfer of Mass Intentions to other 
days.  This year, Deacon Vin will hold a Communion Service at 8:30am on September 16 and 17, and the Mass 
intentions have been transferred to other days. There will be no availability for a funeral on either day.  Dis-
cussing a shortage and experiencing it are two different matters; discussing is theoretical, experiencing it is 
real!
