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Dear Parish Family-

Some months ago | wrote several weekly bulletin letters about Cremation. The Holy See’s
Dicastery for the Doctrine of the Faith issued several letters on the subject beginning in 2016 and
again at the end of the pandemic. Our Holy Father Pope Francis also spoke about the matter.
While normally the Office of Worship of the Diocese will send out instructions interpreting or
clarifying documents coming out of Rome, on the matter of Cremation the Diocese was silent.
Can you say ‘Hot Potato’ three times fast???

Well 18 months later (better late, than never), the Office of Worship of the Diocese has sent out to
the parishes both an interpretation and clarification on cremated remains and the Funeral Mass as
parishes began to implement the changes on their own, which has created some confusion.

The Office of Worship informed the Parishes that the Church strongly prefers the Body to be pre-
sent before cremation takes place. Cremation should be done following the Funeral Mass. How-
ever, the Diocesan Office of Worship noted in the Dioceses of the United States instruction’s the
use of ‘prefer’and ‘should”- qualifying words. There is no mandate or prohibition. The Bishop
consulted the United States Conference of Catholic Bishop's Secretariat for Divine Worship to
confirm this is still the case and that there is no change foreseen anytime soon.

Pastor’s ‘should’inform their parishioners that the Church ‘prefers’ even strongly ‘prefers’, the
body be present for the Mass of Christian Burial but does not ‘mandate’ it. ‘Shou/d’a family cre-
mate the body first, a Funeral Mass ‘can’take place with cremated remains present, however, there
are certain adaptations to be made.

The priest must (not a qualifier) be assured that following cremation the cremated remains will
be interred (buried) or inurned (mausoleum niche) in a cemetery to await the Resurrection. This
is required of all Catholics. Cremated remains must remain intact (not separated into little urns,
lockets, etc.), may not be scattered under any circumstances on land, sea, air or space. Cremated
remains may not be made into jewelry. Cremated remains are to be treated with dignity of a per-
son made in the image and likeness of God, baptized in Christ, and the remains of the body are to
be properly placed in a cemetery awaiting the Resurrection.

We believe as Catholics that our human remains ‘sleep’ in a Cemetery to await the Resurrection of

the Body when Christ comes again in all his glory.
