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Dear Parish Family,

Today we celebrate what, to many, seems a strange feast: the Dedication of the Lateran Basil- ﬁ'
ica. Rome has four “Papal Basilicas”, also called “Major Basilicas”: St. John Lateran, St. Peter in

the Vatican, St. Mary Major, and St. Paul Outside the Walls. Three churches have been raised %W'

to the dignity of a Basilica (a place worthy of pilgrimage), and one, whose dedication this feast

is today, is the only Archbasilica, and also the Cathedral Church of the Diocese of Rome. Many people mistak-
enly assume that St. Peter's Basilica in the Vatican is the Cathedral; it is, in fact, a shrine Church over the relics
of St. Peter the Apostle.

Today, the Pope resides in the Vatican in a residence adjacent to the Church. From the 4th Century until 1305,
the Popes lived at the Lateran Palace adjoining the Roman Cathedral and Basilica of St. John Lateran. Between
1305 and 1377, the popes resided in Avignon, France, often referred to as the “Avignon Papacy”. When, at the
Behest of St. Catherine of Siena, the popes moved back to Rome in 1377, they found the Lateran Palace burned
and in great disrepair. They therefore built a new residence on land next to St. Peter's Basilica, where they re-
side to this very day.

The Cathedral Basilica's full name is "Cathedral of the Most Holy Savior and of Saints John the Baptist and John
the Evangelist in Lateran." That is a mouthful and was shortened to "The Lateran Basilica or St. John
Lateran.” To understand the long name, we must examine its long history.

The Laternus Family built a palace on the site of the current Basilica in Ancient Roman times. In the year 64
A.D., Nero started a fire that severely burned the City of Rome, which he promptly blamed on Christians. In
65 A.D., some senatorial patrician families conspired to assassinate the Emperor Nero. The leader was the
Consul-designate of the Roman Senate, Plautius Lateranus (Lateran). Nero discovered the plot and had the
noble Lateranus beheaded, along with the seizure of all his properties, including the Lateran Palace, which
passed into Imperial hands. In 312, Constantine became the sole Emperor of the Roman Empire. In 313, he do-
nated the Lateran Palace and lands to Pope Miltiades, who held a Synod in the Palace after which he began
construction of a Cathedral for Rome on the site. It was completed in 324 and dedicated by Pope Sylvester,
who gave it the name “Cathedral of the Most Holy Savior”. In the 10th Century, Pope Sergius 111 added a Bap-
tistry dedicated to St. John the Baptist, thus making St. John the Baptist a co-patron of the Cathedral of the
Most Holy Savior and St. John the Baptist. That, of course, is not the end of the story because in the 12th Cen-
tury, Pope Lucius 1l decided to make St. John the Evangelist co-patron with St. John the Baptist, and the Basil-
ica was subsequently rededicated as the Cathedral of the Most Holy Savior and Saints John the Baptist and
John the Evangelist.

Now you may be wondering why this is a liturgical feast? Well, every Church and every Cathedral can cele-
brate its dedication each year. The Universal Church celebrates all four Papal Basilicas as feasts, as they belong
to the entire Church throughout the world. If you have ever made a pilgrimage to Rome and visited St. John
Lateran, you would have noticed that at every door there is a very large stone inscription "SACROS LATERAN
ECCLES OMNIUM VRBIS ET ORBIS ECCLESIARVM MATER ET CAPUT" ("Most Holy Lateran Church, mother
and head of all the churches in the city and the world").

Because it is the Cathedral of Rome, and where the Cathedra (chair) of the Bishop of Rome (Pope) is kept, it is
the most important of all Churches in the world. As the inscription reminds us, it is the "mother” to all
churches and cathedrals; it belongs to all of us, and the Pope's teaching chair is held there; he is the visible sign
of the unity of the Church. For this reason, the whole Church celebrates the dedication of the first, and most
important, Church.
