A huge thank you to all those who contributed to the Thanksgiving Dinner Drive for the less for-
tunate, we had another successful year. Thank you to Jim G. and his team as well as the army of
volunteers who help to make this day a success and Thanksgiving a day of grace.

The annual Christmas Adopt-A-Family program sponsored by the St. Vincent de Paul Society be-
gan in November and is ongoing. This program gives you the opportunity to provide a needy fami-
ly with Christmas gifts. Contact the parish office if you would like to “adopt” a family.

The Giving Tree, which was discontinued during Covid, will once again be offered this year. This
program is sponsored by the Parish on behalf of Providence House and Good Counsel Homes
which provide us with tags indicating what each child is asking for. Thank you for participating
after a two-year hiatus.

Roofing bids for the Old Church, Old Parish Offices (now leased) and the garage were to be
opened mid-November, but due to bulletin deadlines the results will be in next week’s bulletin.
These roofs will be worked on in the coming months. The New Church roof is still in the design
phase. Due to the material needed, it must be done in better weather so it will not be re-roofed

until the Spring into Summer. After these roofing projects, we will be looking at replacing the C
and D Wing roofs of the School building.

(we have been using the Advent one for several years); and, two banners with hand painted Angels
for Christmas.
