There was an onsite bid opening overseen by JD Cummings, the roofing consultant, and the win-
ning bid was awarded to Strober-Wright Roofing Inc. of Lambertville, PA. There were several bid-
ders, one was eliminated as the bid was substantially higher than the others, the remaining bids
were all within a tight range, interestingly while all the remaining bids were close to one another in
their grand total, and each had significantly different numbers for individual parts of the project.
This roofing project consists of replacing the roof on Gonzaga Hall (the old Church), the White
House on Bennetts-Mills (now leased to RKS) and the storage Garage behind the white house.
Work is expected to commence sometime in December, weather permitting. The forecast as 1
write this is for several days of rain, so the weather is not permitting!

The next roofing project, the major one, will be the Church Roof. This project is still in the design
phase, the Church roof is complicated. Roof bids will not go out until next year, which is not that
far off! We will also be replacing the C and D wing roofs in the School as they are well beyond
their warranties; | have signed the contracts last week for the design and project management for
the C and D wings.
