Dear Parish Family-

This Advent is a full four weeks, this happens rarely. Usually the fourth week of Advent comes
within a day or two of Christmas but this year we have a full fourth week of Advent. 1 hope you
are taking advantage of the Hallow App which is fully paid for from Advent through Lent and is a

great resource for prayer.

Since 2017 the Parish has provided everyone with FORMED’ (Catholic streaming service). Jen Pe-
trillo, our Parish Catechetical Leader, and 1 had a Zoom meeting with our FORMED contact per-
son. It has been 5 years since we launched the Formed online format for the parish and a lot has
changed in that time. So we will be doing a ‘re-launch’ for this online format. When we launched
it in 2017 about 250 individuals singed up to use the format. FORMED has since added a prayer
app, similar to Hallow, which is a separate stand alone app. FORMED is online so you have to reg-
ister; after registration you can then download a FORMED app. However, their prayer app called
‘Amen’ (a free prayer meditation app from the Augustine Institute) can be directly ordered from
an app store.

Hallow and FORMED are two different online resources for developing your spiritual life: Hallow
is prayer, FORMED helps develop faith. In the parish we use FORMED in our Religious Education
Program, OCIA and Baptismal Prep among others.

Both of these are tools to assist you in developing, enriching and growing in prayer and faith.
We will re-launch FORMED in the New Year to give more people the opportunity to use it. If you
would like to get a jumpstart and are good with technology you can download it directly from our

website. We are updating the hyperlink for FORMED.
