® You MUST remain in your car to receive.

® Please use ONLY the Bennetts-Mills Road Entrance (Main entrance next to the Post Office).

Enter the property and kindly follow the directions of the parishioners who have volunteered to assist in traffic
control. Please follow the directions of the attendants. The Traffic Control Attendants are there to assure cars do
not back up onto Bennetts-Mills Road, they will guide you along a path through the parking lot to the Church.

® When you pull up to the priests, one will be on each side of the car, roll down your windows whether you are in
the front or back seat. 1t is recommended you receive in the hand but it is not required. The priest will say, “Body
of Christ” and you will respond “Amen”, roll up your window and drive to the end of the lane, make a left to exit
onto Bates Road or a right to exit onto County Line Road. Priests will follow the sanitizing recommendations of
the Diocese and the USCCB.

® Masks must be worn, lower your mask to receive communion. Please do not engage the priests with banter,
chatty talk or pleasantries. This is a solemn Rite and reverence is required. Please do not delay as there will be
many cars waiting.

® You may receive Holy Communion if you have attended one of the two Live Stream Masses; 5pm or 10:30am

As of Wednesday, May 13, the Church has opened for Private Prayer ONLY Monday through Friday from 10am
through 2pm with the following stipulations:
® No more than 10 people in the Church at any one time
® Masks and gloves are mandatory
® Limited seating is available (only 8 pews are available)
® Social distancing of 6 feet is required
® Bathrooms are CLOSED
® Lighting candles, touching statues and other objects is prohibited
® No Holy Water is available
® Barriers are in place to restrict movement and contact
® No Sacraments, Mass or Public Worship will take place until further notice
