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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Praised be Jesus Christ! Now and Forever.  We have entered the phase two opening of 
our Diocesan Churches for ‘in person Mass, with restrictions.  Please be mindful the 
obligation to attend Mass is still suspended, this means you are not obligated in con-
science to attend an ‘in person’ Mass.  All 5 Masses will be Live Streamed now and for the future.  Fr. Jim has 
mounted the Camera to the rear wall of the Church, this tool some creativity and ingenuity on his part since it is 
difficult to run wires there and we needed to get electric there for the video equipment. 
 
If you plan to attend the Saturday 5:00pm Mass, the Sunday 7am, 8:30am, 10:30am or 12:30pm Mass, you will 
need to wear a Mask, this is mandatory both by Diocesan decree and Governor Murphy’s Executive Order.  You 
must maintain 6 feet of distance unless you live in the same household.  Bring your own hand sanitizer. Holy 
Communion will be distributed AFTER Mass ends to facilitate an orderly dismissal of those attending.  Please de-
part the building immediately and do not congregate in groups either in the Church or outside the Church.  
Please lower your mask to receive Communion.  You may receive in the hand (preferred method) or on the 
tongue, the choice is yours.  Holy Communion will ONLY be distributed by the Clergy and only in the main aisle 
of the Church, use the side aisles to depart. 
 
By order of the Governor, the maximum number of people permitted in the building is set at 25% of capacity.  
The capacity of the Church is 1,145.  This means each Mass may only have maximum inclusive number of 286 
people total. 
 
What to expect: 
 
You will see lots of signs, cones and barriers.  Please abide by the restrictions in place, remember you are not obli-
gated to be here, so abide by the restrictions for the health and safety of everyone.  As the Bishop instructed; fol-
lowing these restrictions is not punitive but an act of Charity toward your neighbor, the restrictions are in place 
for everyone’s health and safety. 
 
Clergy will do all liturgical parts of the Mass.  There will be no processions no even of the gifts.  There will be no 
collection take up, place your donation in the basket by the Baptismal Font, just like on Holy Days.  Preaching will 
be short by Bishop’s orders. 
 
There will be no congregational singing.  Why?  Medical processionals inform us singing exhales as much sputum 
as a sneeze or a cough!  There will be music and Naomi will do some solo singing from the Choir Loft. 
 
There will be no Holy Water available and the Baptismal Font is dry.  You can arrange to pick up Holy Water by 
calling or e-mailing the Parish Office, please bring along a container of your own.  A clean jelly type jar is handy 
for this purpose. 
 
Statues are off limits for touching, kissing, hugging, licking, or any other form of contact.  Msgr. Joe humorously 
quipped, “but Father the prayer doesn’t count if I don’t touch the statue”.  In fact, it does count and the Saint 
doesn’t wish to be mauled or be the vehicle for the transmission of Covid-19, thank you very much!

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The candles are temporarily unavailable as they require you to touch them.  Please do not leap or, as a middle 
aged woman tried this week, to crawl under the barriers.  Do we really need to risk our lives for a candle? 
 
There are no scheduled Confessions.  Confessions are ONLY available by appointment at this time.  They must be 
conducted outside with 6 feet of distance between the priest and the Penitent with Masks and a barrier between 
the two. 
 
There are no Hymnals available. In fact no paper of any kind is permitted.  Do NOT bring all your unwanted Holy 
Cards, Mass Cards, Rosaries or whatever to dump here.  Burn them at home or bury them in your yard.  Paper, 
like water, is an agent of transfer for the virus. 
 
Restrooms are available for EMERGENCIES only; please go before you come or when you get home.  Restrooms 
are areas of concern as germs and virus are easily transmitted in public restrooms.  You must be seated in a desig-
nated pew; you may not stand during Mass.  Sit only in pews marked with GREEN TAPE.  Pews with RED TAPE 
are off limits.  Think Green, go.  Red, stop.  Please be considerate of other and do not sit on the end of the pew 
blocking the entire pew.  If you are the first one to enter the pew, move to the center.  Each pew seats approxi-
mately 5-8 people with distance between them.  If you are from the same household, you can sit together without 
distancing. 
 
Please do not sit on tables, lean on walls, or other objects.  Take care not to touch things. 
 
If you cannot abide by the restrictions or refuse to do so then you must stay home and not enter the building.  
Remember you don’t have to be here, you are making a choice to be here and have weighed the risk of contracting 
the virus or transmitting it.  If you are sick, if you live with someone who is sick or have come in contact with 
someone who is sick, please stay home.  If you have Covid-19 or live with someone who has Covid-19 or came into 
contact with someone who has Covid-19, please stay home.  If you are a person in an ‘at risk’ category, please stay 
home.  Live Streaming is available on our website (www.saintaloysiusonline.org), YouTube Channel and Twitch 
Channel.  If you have watched the Mass via Live Stream and would like to receive Communion, come into the 
Church with a Mask after Mass ends and join the Communion line.   
 
These restrictions will be in place until a cure or vaccine is available.  Above all us common sense and charity.
