Dear Parish Family-

On Monday August 24, myself and Fr. Peter James Alindogan had the wonderful opportunity to meet face to face
with the New Superintendent of Schools, Dr. Vincent de Paul Schmidt. Dr. Schmidt then met with the Mother
Seton Academy School Board. Dr. Schmidt hails from St. Louis, MO. He shared with us his three pronged vision
for Catholic Schools in our Diocese. His #1 priority is to have “Unbelievable Catholic 1dentity”, #2 “High Academ-
ics” and #3 “Financial Stability”. He emphasized the need for communication especially in light of the Pandemic
where information is very fluid and changing. He also suggested our schools need to more proactive in letting
families know the sacrifices parishes make to keep Catholic Education affordable; that essentially every child re-
ceives a $1,700 scholarship because that is the difference between the tuition cost and what the actual cost of the
educating the child is in the schools. He had a great enthusiasm for Catholic Education and has a long history in
Catholic Education.

Mother Seton Academy is prepared for the new normal. Over the summer we have installed new air conditioning
in the gym, replaced the gym floor, deep cleaned the entire school and cleared out the classrooms to have appro-
priate social distance. A new, improved and better website is nearly finished and will go live soon. We had sever-
al teachers retire and some chose not to return due to Covid-19. We are prepared and ready for the new interest-
ing school year.

With a ‘new normal’ and until we arrive at a day when there is a vaccine or cure for Covid-19 the current Mass
Schedule in effect during Covid-19 will continue until further notice. The Bishop encourages Catholics to “Keep
Holy the Sabbath” and encourages us to attend Mass live or by Live Streaming. The number of people permitted
in the Church at a single Weekend Mass is 25% of our 1,145 person capacity which is 286 people for safe social
distancing. Our Mass with the highest attendance so far has been 160 people or 13% of capacity.

We received an interesting e-mail from a family in Australia who attend our Live Stream Mass each week, they
win the prize for furthest away! We get e-mail or postal mail from other US States where people have tuned into
our Live Stream feed as well.

Finally, Fr. Jim is in the planning stages of doing an online Bible study in Advent however if you would like some-
thing sooner, in September Ascension Press is offering a Free online Bible study, they require you register on their
website.

The creator of The Bible Timeline Learning System will be leading the Unlocking the Mystery of the Bible study
live on Facebook and at their website, www.ascensionpress.com, starting September 16, 2020 at 8:00 PM eastern!
This is a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to participate in a study led by, Jeff Cavins, the author himself!

In this 8-week study, Jeff will be diving into topics that he did not have enough time to cover in the videos and
workbook of the original Unlocking the Mystery of the Bible study.

If you would like to participate but are not free at that time, the videos will be recorded and posted on our web-
site and Ascension Press Facebook page for viewing after.

To get the most out of the study Ascension recommends coming prepared to participate by purchasing

an Unlocking the Mystery of the Bible workbook. The live Bible study sessions are free and open to anyone who
wants to view them. Workbooks are highly recommended for participants to gain the most from each session, but
are not required.
